10. Need to Electrify Host Communities of the Kashimbilla Multi-Purpose Dam and Environs: 

Hon. Mark B. Useni: 

 

The House: 
 

Notes that the Federal Government has completed the Hydro-electricity component of the Kashimbilla Multi-

purpose Dam in Taraba State, and the 40 megawatt hydroelectric Dam commenced evacuation of energy into the 

National grid in 2019; 
 

Concerned that despite feeding the National grid with electricity, the Host Communities: Bibi, Bawuru, 

Birama, Malumshe, Kashimbilla Bete, Lufu Joro, Biriki Lissa and Shibong of Kashimbilla Multi-purpose Dam 

remained in total darkness and not connected to the grid in Takum Local Government Area of Taraba state; 
 

Aware that the Host Communities need to be provided with electricity to give them a sense of belonging and 

ownership of the National asset and thereby guarantee its protection; 
 

Resolves to: 
 

mandate the Committee on Power to liaise with the Federal Ministry of Power and  the National Rural 

Electrification Agency to include the cost in the 2025 budget estimates. 
 

11. Need to Review the Implementation of the Integrated Financial Management System (GIFMIS) and E–

Procurement in the Office of the Accountant General of the Federation: 

Hon. Paul Gowon Haruna    Hon. Abudulrahman Ajiya: 

 

The House: 
 

Notes that the Government Integrated Financial Management Information System (GIFMIS) and E-

Procurement was Initiated by the Federal Government of Nigeria, and specifically approved by the President 

of the Federal Republic of Nigeria and the National Assembly, to streamline public procurement, improve 

financial management, transparency and accountability, to curb corruption in Ministries, Departments and 

Agencies of Government (MDAs); 
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Also notes that there have been inefficiencies in the implementation of this policy, in relation to the payment 

of contractors and the functionality of the procurement system; 
 

Aware that over 1,500 agencies rely on a few individuals who approve payments to those meant to be 

paid, a process that is poorly managed to meet the volume of transactions required by those who have 

attained retirement age and do not have knowledge of technological skills to operate the system; 
 

Also aware that each of these agencies oversee and supervises 1,000 projects that requires payments upon 

completion, thereby creating bureaucratic bottleneck in the payment process; 
 

Informed that the contractors who have executed and completed their projects in 2023 and 2024, are yet to be 

paid for the jobs, a violation to the Public Procurement Act, which stipulates that every project executed be 

paid within 30 days or 5% interest be charged for every month; 
 

Concerned that the inefficiencies and non-compliance in the payment of contractors by MDAs and the Office 

of the Accountant General of the Federation for executed projects has hindered the ability to commence new 

projects, and has stalled ongoing projects in the Country due to financial handicap by the contractors; 
 

Worried that the non-compliance with the Public Procurement Act for not paying contractors as at when due 

will further aggravate and impact negatively on businesses for those operating Small and Medium Scale 

Enterprises (SMEs) that rely on prompt payments to grow their businesses; 
 

Also worried that the non-compliance of the Office of the Accountant General of the Federation and MDAs in 

the payment of Contractors for executed Federal Government Intervention Projects in the Country has left 

contractors struggling to fulfil their financial obligations to workers, bankers and suppliers; 
 

Further worried that the negligence and inefficiencies in the payment system is not only undermining public 

trust but also discourage contractors from engaging in government projects which can hinder meaningful 

development in the country; 
 

Resolves to: 
 

(i) urge the Federal Government to review the implementation of GIFMIS and E-procurement system in 

order to address the non-compliance by the office of the Accountant General of the Federation with 

respect to payment of contractors for executed Capital Projects; and 
 

(ii) mandate the Committees on Public Procurement, Finance, and Appropriations to investigate the 

inefficiencies and non-compliance in the payment of contractors by MDAs and the office of the 

Accountant General of the Federation and report within four (4) weeks for further legislative action. 

 

12. Need to Investigate various Charges/Fees Debited by Commercial Banks on Customers’ Accounts: 

Hon. Ganiyu Adele Ayuba: 

 

The House: 
 

Notes that Customers are currently complaining about various inexplicable charges and fees debited on their 

accounts by Commercial Banks in the country; 
 

Also notes that the Central Bank of Nigeria(CBN), through its instrument titled “The guide to charges by banks, 

other financial and non-bank financial institutions”, revised from time to time, regulates the types and amounts of 

charges Commercial Banks can impose on their customers' accounts;  
 

Aware that most of the Commercial Banks in the country observe CBN's guide in breach, thereby debiting 

Customers' Accounts with different kinds of inexplicable charges and fees; 
 

Also aware that the CBN's Guide, revised in 2020, permits commercial banks to charge customers repetitive fees 

such as Account Maintenance Fee, ATM Card Maintenance Fee, Electronic Transfer Fee, and SMS Alert Fee; 
 

Worried that Central Bank of Nigeria's cashless policy has compelled customers to conduct transactions 

electronically, thereby increasing commercial banks' charges/fees which in turn affects customers; 
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Also worried that petty traders whose profit may be less than fifty naira and pay through electronic means lose such  

small profit due to bank charges or fees; 
 

Concerned that while commercial banks are making billions in the name of unauthorized charges and fees from 

customers' accounts, customers, especially petty traders, are unknowingly losing their profits due to these bank 

charges; 
   

Resolves to: 

 

Mandate the Committees on Banking Regulations, Banking and other Ancillary Institutions, and Digital and 

Electronic Banking to investigate the various charges and fees imposed by commercial banks on their customers 
and report within four (4) weeks for further legislative action. 

 

13. Need to Introduce a Three-Day Workweek for Public and Civil Workers to enable Remote Work in 

Order to Mitigate the Effects of High Transportation Fares: 

Hon. Ginger Onwusibe: 

 

The House: 
 

Notes that Nigerian citizens are currently grappling with economic challenges, particularly high cost of 

transportation and Premium Motor Spirit (PMS), which have significantly impacted their standard of living 

and purchasing power of public/civil Servants; 
 

Aware that the high costs of transportation fares have increased hardship and financial strain on public and 

civil workers and have affected their productivity and overall well-being. 
 

Worried that workers are spending ₦3,500 to ₦4,000 daily on transportation, with fares doubling by evening 

due to traffic congestion, those workers using personal vehicle spend between 50, 000 to 70, 000 on fuel 

weekly, thus raising job security and potential loss; 
 

Also worried that the situation is causing serious hardship for workers, with most workers forced to make 

difficult choices between essential expenses, such as an already increase rent, medical care and electricity; 
 

Aware that introducing a three-day workweek will reduce the financial burden on workers, increase 

productivity, improve work-life balance and cushion the effects of hike in transportation fares.  
 

Disturbed that 55% of Nigerian workers monthly salary goes to transportation costs alone due to the alarming 

increase in transportation, thus leaving workers with little to no money;  
 

Cognizant of the need to Introduce a Three-Day Workweek for Public and Civil Workers to improve workers' 

well-being by leveraging on technology for remote work, reducing transportation costs and promote digital 

transformation in Ministries, Departments and Agencies of Government; 
 

Resolves to: 
  

(i) urge the Federal Government to implement a three-day work week for public and civil workers  as well 

as mandate Heads of Ministries, Departments and Agencies to automate responsibilities of civil and 

public servants to work from home  to cushion their expenses; 
 

(ii) also urge the Federal Ministry of Labour, Employment and Productivity to develop a comprehensive 

remote work policy for civil and public servants;  
 

(iii) further urge the Ministries of Finance and Communications and Digital Economy to provide necessary 

support and guidelines for the automation of services in Ministries, Departments, and Agencies to aid 

remote work and provide necessary support for public sectors to adjust to the new work schedule;  
 

(iv) encourage State Governments to adopt similar measures to alleviate the suffering of Workers in the 

States; and  
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(v) mandate the Committee on Public Service Matters to ensure compliance and report within four (4) weeks 

for further legislative action
